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Description: Internet presents an overwhelming amount of information, impossible to use without state-of-the-art search and information organization software tools. In this course, we will briefly review the modern information retrieval techniques underlying such tools, dealing with both text and multimedia data. Then we will analyze in depth several recent research papers in the area, identify possible improvements, implement them, and describe the obtained new results in research papers to be submitted to international journals or conferences.
